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TOURNAMENT CONDITIONS OF PLAY



2012 Tournament
 The following Terms & Conditions will apply to all tournaments conducted by Mornington Peninsula Golf Tourism (MPGT)
1. Entries are restricted to Amateur members of Clubs of the VGA or WGV or of Golf Clubs registered with such state or overseas associations recognized by these associations, or the Victorian Golf League, who have a current handicap. PGA members may be accepted by the committee but will not be eligible for any prizes.
2. Entries to all events must be made on the official entry form and be received together with the entry fees. Payment for entry will signify acceptance of all terms & conditions.
3. The “ Committee” shall consist of the MPGT Executive Committee members, Executive Officer and the Starter.
4. The Committee shall have the entire management of the Tournament and have the power to temporarily alter a player’s Australian Handicap.

5. The Committee reserves the right to:- 

(a) Close any event early as capacity is reached. 

(b) Ballot players in any event. 

(c) Alter the starting time of any event indicated on the program. 

(d) Grade players as it sees fit. 

(e) Alter the draw in the event of scratching or any other reason. 

(f) In the event of bad weather or other reason, cancel, shorten or postpone any play in this tournament. 
6. All players are to report to the Starter at least 15 minutes before the advertised starting time and must be prepared to play when designated. Any player not ready to play on  the stipulated tee when required may be liable for disqualification. 

7. Competition shall be played in accordance with Rules of Golf as approved by the R&A Rules Ltd. and The United States Golf Association, together with such Local Rules as are in force on the course on which the competition takes place. 

8. Male competitors must play off their Australian Golf Union Handicap. Women competitors must play off their Women’s Golf Australia Handicap.
9. In the event of a tie the event shall be decided by the Count back System as laid down by the Australian Golf Union. 

10. If a dispute arises on any point, it shall be decided by the Committee whose decision shall be final and no correspondence will be entered into. Any dispute or protest must be lodged in writing with the Committee within 15 minutes after the last card is returned for the event. 

11. The Committee shall have the power to allocate trophies. 

12. Dress code will be in accordance with the policy of the Host Club. 

13. The personal details requested from players on the entry form are for the purpose of: 


• Registering players into a golf tournament as described on this form. 


• Listing player’s names into a tournament field and publishing that field in the 
media and on the Club’s website. Details may be used for promotional purposes.

• Recording details on the Club’s database for the purpose of mailing entry forms for 
future tournaments, events or promotions, including use by Sponsors.
14. The Committee shall have the right to refuse any entry without being required to give reason for such refusal. Refunds will not be made after the draw is completed without the specific approval of the Committee. 

15. Leading Players may be seeded for the last days play and the Committee may allocate Players to any course as it determines.
16. Players may be compelled to utilise carts at The National Golf Club.

17. In the event of a player being unsure of a ruling, he should, in conjunction with his marker, agree on the rule in dispute, then play 2 balls. One ball will be played as it lies, the other ball can be played after relief is taken. The score for each ball is to be recorded and the player & marker are to bring the matter to the attention of the Committee who will make a ruling.

18. All players are to hold their place in the field ie directly behind the group in front. Any player causing a group to be a full hole behind may be penalised as the Committee determines.
19. Measuring Devices must only be capable of measuring distance. Devices capable of measuring wind, gradient, temperature etc. are not acceptable and use of same may result in disqualification.  
REFUND POLICY
MPGT understands that circumstances change and can interfere with the best of plans. We will provide a refund for any request received within 7 days of the closing date of the tournament. The refund will be paid in full minus a $20 administration fee which we feel is very reasonable. All requests must be in writing ( email will suffice) and will be processed promptly. Requests after the closing date, minus 7 days, will also be sympathetically considered by the committee.
